Drop off and Pick Up Arrangements

The School Day begins at 9:00am. To enable a prompt start, please
ensure that your child is in the classroom, ready to begin work at this
time. Supervision will be available in the classroom from 8.45am
onwards. Children arriving at school before this time will be supervised
in the Hall at breakfast club. This service is available from 8:00am with
a charge of £1 per family, breakfast can be purchased in addition to this
on our School Money App.

Yr1/Yr2

Children in Year 1 and Year 2 arriving in school at 8.45am should enter
school via the Year 1 and Year 2 door which is just through the ‘Big
Gate’ to the right side of the main entrance.

Children arriving before 8.45am should use the ‘Side Door’ and go into
the Dining Hall where adult supervision will be available.

Yr3-Yr7

Children in Year 3 to Year 7 will continue to come into school using their
classroom ‘back door’, walking around the outside of the building.
Children arriving before 8.45am should go into the Dining Hall
where adult supervision will be available.

We encourage all children to come in by themselves and make their own
way to the Hall or classroom. Parents who need to speak with the class
teacher will still be able to do so by making an appointment through the
school office. Unfortunately teachers are not always available in the
morning as they are very busy greeting the children and starting the
morning routines with their class.

Access to school after 9.00am is via the main
entrance, where children are required to sign
in.
